Project Narrative

A. Nature of Request

Hermann-Grima + Gallier Historic Houses (HGGHH), under the leadership of Project
Director, Dr. Anastacia Scott, seeks $29,980 to create a Panoramic 360 tour of Gallier
Historic House (“Shifting Landscapes: Labour and Mobility in New Orleans) with a
focus on telling ignored histories of the people of African descent who lived on the
property and the preservation efforts made to maintain the home and its features.
HGGHH has gathered a wide range of scholars to advise on the project: Dr. Bryan Carter,
Dr. Fallon Aidoo, Dr. Clifton Ellis, Dr. Dell Upton, Dr. Walter Greason, Dr. Arijit Sen,
Dr. Erin Greenwald, Mr. Leon Waters, Dr. Louis Nelson, Dr. Leslie Harris, and Ms.
Brook Tesler.

Over the course of two years HGGHH will work with HULLFILM to produce a
Panoramic 360 tour of Gallier House with 14 Panoramic 360 locations each with 8 POTI’s
(points of interest). The POIs will be used to greatly increase HGGHH’s capabilities to
tell lesser told stories related to the enslaved people and free people of color who helped
build the house - or were inhabitants of the properties. The assembled team of
collaborators will provide direction, research, and evaluation on these POIs. These stories
will be about shifting landscapes in regards to the movement of people of color during
the domestic slave trade as well as the shifting cultural landscape from Antebellum to
Civil War and through Reconstruction. The intended result of this project is to (a) create a
visual representation of the museum for when we are unable to be open due to pandemic
or other causes, (b) preserve a digital replica of the home should a natural disaster cause
severe damage to the home, (c) extensively expand the representation of people of
African descent, and (d) provide alternative ways of interacting with the space for those
with mobility issues.

B. Humanities Content

Shifting Landscapes will address the following humanities topics: the history of
urban enslavement in America, architectural theory and history, the relationships between
people and the built environment, and ethical considerations in historic preservation, as
well as draw from a wide range of humanities scholarship.

In accordance with the NEH’s agency-wide initiative, “A More Perfect Union”,
Shifting Landscapes will examine historical objects, places, and traditions to promote a
deeper understanding of American history and culture. The stories interpreted through
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this project will be told from under-represented perspectives of enslaved, free Africans,
and those of African descent at Gallier House. As 2021 is the 50th anniversary of the
opening of the Hermann-Grima House and the Gallier House as museums, and the 140th
anniversary of the founding of The Woman's Exchange, Shifting Landscapes will be a
strategic step in furthering the mission to be an example of best practices and stewardship
in architectural preservation and inclusive education.

Gallier House, 1132 Royal Street, New Orleans, is the restored nineteenth-century
home of New Orleans architect James Gallier, Jr. Construction began in 1857, and he
moved in with his wife and four small daughters in early 1860. Next door was
constructed in 1832 for Samuel Kohn and was used as a warehouse and soda and mineral
water bottling factory at the time Gallier’s house was built. Such juxtaposition of
commercial and residential buildings was characteristic of the French Quarter in the
nineteenth century, as it still is today. Some buildings contained shops on the ground
floor and residences in the upper stories. Many buildings shared walls, called common or
“party” walls, with their neighbors.

Stylistically, the Gallier House is eclectic, combining Italianate features, such as
the stucco treatment, with classical elements, like the formal front entrance. The deep but
narrow rectangular lot is a standard French Quarter size and shape. The townhouse plan
is also typical of this time. The largest block of the building, toward the street, contains
the parlors, Gallier family bedrooms, and principal living spaces, while the back
“service” wing contains the dining room, two pantries, kitchen, and bedrooms for
enslaved people and free servants.

Discussions of urban enslavement can add to scholarly research on plantation
slavery, and as a museum in an urban environment, HGGHH can function as a key
historical site for the interpretation of urban enslavement on par with its comparable rural
historic sites like Whitney Plantation.

Like their plantation counterparts, the enslaved population of New Orleans
worked long hours, usually from dawn until dusk. They could be sold away from friends
and family at any time. According to the Code Noir, enslaved workers received Sunday
as a day of rest, although this was subject to the demands of their workload and owners.
In New Orleans, many enslaved people spent their Sundays at Congo Square (in present-
day Armstrong Park) where they could visit, dance, sing, and buy and sell goods. This
provided an outlet for creativity and resistance, when so much of their lives were spent
laboring for the benefit of others.

In other ways, however, urban slavery was different from that found on the
plantation. Some enslaved persons in urban areas could live independently and earn extra
money on their off-hours. Certainly, the presence of three rooms on the second floor of
the Gallier House’s service wing indicate that enslaved people in the Gallier household
resided on-site, at least during the years before emancipation.

Shifting Landscapes will be driven by the following four humanities themes:

1. Architecture and the built environment traditionally have been designed to create
social stratification and reinforce hierarchies.

As Richard Wade explains in Slavery in the Cities:

“The physical design of the whole complex compelled slaves to center their
activity upon the owner and the owner’s place. Symbolically, the pitch of the roof
of the Negro quarters was highest at the outside edge and then slanted sharply
toward the yard — a kind of architectural expression of the human relationships
involved. The whole design was concentric, drawing the life of the bondsman
inward toward his master.” (59)

The front and back verandahs of Gallier House, like the courtyard, were used as extra
living and working spaces. With the windows raised and some furniture moved outdoors,
the Gallier family could read, sew, play games, talk, and take their meals outside. Most of
all, they could escape the heat of the house during the summer and be refreshed by the
breezes from the river. The front verandah would have been used while direct sunlight hit
the back of the house and vice versa.

Enslaved people could have used the back gallery outside their bedrooms for this
purpose, but they were much narrower, meant mostly for passing from one space to
another, and were perpendicular to the breeze coming through the main house. Bedrooms
inhabited by enslaved and free servants at Gallier House each had one window, facing the
courtyard, but the back wall was enclosed brick. This kept them from enjoying the cross-
breeze provided by two open windows, and provided that every egress from their rooms
was visible from the main house.

2. Telling stories from the perspective of enslaved, free Africans, and people of
African descent who labored at Gallier House gives agency to an undervalued and
under-represented people.

Because of the scarcity of personal records left by enslaved Africans in antebellum
New Orleans, archives, sacramental records, tax records, and census reports can be used
to create a virtual interpretation of the urban enslaved Africans on the Gallier property.
The 1860 census lists four enslaved people living in the house:

Laurette (female, 42, black)
Rose (female, 25, mulatto)
Julienne (female, 18, mulatto)
Francois (male, 16, black).

Shifting Landcapes will go further by using material culture and multimedia to tell
stories like that of Laurette, a 37-year-old “négress,” purchased for $550 by “Aglaé
Villavaso, espouse Jas. Gallier, Jr.” on April 21, 1853 (Conveyance Office Books, New
Orleans Notarial Archives). Evidence suggests Aglaé Villavaso Gallier purchased
Laurette with money her father gave her and James Gallier Jr. as a wedding gift.

Terminology in period newspaper and broadside advertisements reinforces the
property owners’ perspective as the primary one. When advertising bondsmen for sale,
the words “slaves” and “negroes” are used; but when referring to real estate for sale or
rent, prices for attending theaters, and other more personal realms, the advertisers use the
term “servants.” The control of terminology is a form of whitewashing the brutal realities
of enslavement that this project will explore.
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3. Unlike those of the property owners, the daily lives of urban laborers were more
about mobility than stability or stasis.

As John Michael Vlach explains, “Simply by doing their work, slaves effectively
converted southern cities into black landscapes...Because southern cities were for the
most part small, crowded enclaves, the spatial domains of blacks and whites necessarily
overlapped with each other.” (Perspectives in Vernacular Architecture, 151). In travel
accounts, visitors to New Orleans often remarked on the various languages, accents, and
skin tones they saw in the city’s public spaces and shops.

Enslaved people in New Orleans were constantly moving around in markets; they had
to sneak out under cover of night to visit loved ones, earn wages, or seek entertainment.
They occupied narrow stairwells and alleyways, and small, poorly ventilated rooms.
Socio-economically, between the Civil War and Reconstruction there were opportunities
for mobility as well — whether it was earning freedom, being emancipated, or self-
emancipating. This project will explore spatial and cultural relationships between newly
freed African bondsmen and women, and those still enslaved, and between them and
white European servants who arrived in New Orleans before and after the Civil War.

Overwhelmingly the aspect of mobility was most felt in the uncertainty of one’s
next “home.” The ever-present idea of one’s family being separated, and only spending a
few days or weeks in one place before being forced to leave again, created a constant
state of movement that stood in contrast to the stability of the property owners’ lives.

4. There is value to history and community in preserving the built environment and
interstitial spaces of enslaved and free laborers in New Orleans.

Such a multidimensional and multidisciplinary approach to cultural resource
management is at the cutting edge of preservation theory and practice. — Fallon
Aidoo, Ph.D., June 2020

In “Understanding New Orleans’s Architectural Ecology” Dell Upton posits that
“New Orleans’s future must include its historic architecture and cultural landscape.” The
landscape is more than just a tourist trap, it is “a complex record of the human history of
the city, region, and nation” (275). When cities and historic preservation organizations
create hierarchies of buildings, they often decide to save only the grand mansions and not
the humble quarters of the enslaved and free African laborers who lived in them, or the
transitional spaces that create relationships between a set of buildings. Who decides what
to save, what is important enough, and what is not? Why have buildings inhabited by
working folk, enslaved people of African descent, been largely overlooked and refitted as
storage spaces and offices? Shifting Landscapes will address these problems, using the
preservation history of Gallier House as a starting point.

New Orleans’s Vieux Carré Commission, which sets design guidelines and
monitors construction and renovation work in the French Quarter, defines a “purple”
building as of the highest importance:

These nationally important buildings include important works by architects
having a national reputation, buildings or groups of buildings designated as
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National Historic Landmarks by the National Park Service, or unique examples
illustrating American architectural development. In addition to the architectural
significance of the buildings in this classification, they may be associated with
historical events or persons that have national importance. It is of the utmost
importance that these buildings be preserved, be properly maintained, and when
needed be carefully restored.

As a purple designated set of buildings, Gallier House (and HGGHH as an
institution) is in a unique position to become a catalyst for preservation and
reinterpretation of these buildings by considering new perspectives. The National Trust
for Historic Preservation’s African American Heritage Action Fund’s $25-million
investment is proof that there is a desire across the nation for this type of work.

Humanities Scholarship

As a center of the slave trade and one of the largest cities in antebellum America,
New Orleans has only recently received the multi-faceted attention its role necessitates.
Edward Baptist’s The Half Has Never Been Told focuses on slavery’s centrality to the
economy of the antebellum South; while Walter Johnson and Maurie D. Mclnnis, in Soul
by Soul and Slaves Waiting for Sale, respectively, take a detailed look at the lives of
enslaved people crammed in urban slave markets and displayed on auction blocks,
waiting to learn their fate, whether the next person to enslave them will separate them
from their children or move them from an urban setting to a rural plantation. For the most
part, this scholarship, however, focuses on the temporary location of enslaved people in
the city but not on those who remained living and working here.

Such first-person accounts as Harriet Jacobs’s Incidents in the Life of a Slave Girl
and the oft-cited Twelve Years a Slave by Solomon Northup, as well as essays on material
culture in antebellum African American life, specifically Before Freedom Came, present
personal and tangible details that will be valuable to Shifting Landscapes.

The seminal work on the topic of urban slavery was Richard Wade’s 1964 book,
Slavery in the Cities, which provided social and statistical analysis of slavery in major
antebellum Southern cities, including New Orleans. The topic still deserves more
attention, as demonstrated by the enthusiastic response to The Historic New Orleans
Collection’s 2015 exhibition Purchased Lives: The American Slave Trade from 1808 to
1865, curated by Erin Greenwald, Ph.D., who has committed to participating in the
proposed project. Dr. Greenwald also led a working group on New Orleans slavery
history that culminated in the erection of six historical markers in 2018. These markers
were an important step in acknowledging the city’s role in the domestic slave trade.

Most New Orleans architectural history scholarship has lacked a focus on the built
environment/intermediary spaces inhabited by enslaved people. Such architectural history
publications as Pattern Book of New Orleans Architecture and the eight-volume New
Orleans Architecture series published by Friends of the Cabildo tell the story of the city’s
architectural inventory within the framework of “important” architects, city surveyors,
and grand antebellum mansions, while mostly ignoring the physical landscapes and
transitional nature of enslaved people’s living situations.
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Folklorist John Michael Vlach has published books focused on the architecture of
plantation slavery, and a 1997 Perspectives in Vernacular Architecture article on urban
slavery that considers the Gally house complex on New Orleans’s Esplanade Avenue. In
2017, the UVA press published Slavery in the City, a volume of essays addressing the
built environment of enslavement in Charleston, Knoxville, TN, and St Louis, among
other locations; however, they do not consider New Orleans. Similar work was
undertaken by Catherine Bishir at the Bellamy House in Wilmington, North Carolina,
where Bishir studied the staircases, narrow alleys, and other spaces of people working on
that property.

Shifting Landscapes will build on the excellent work done by the authors and
editors of these publications. Our additional contributions will include discussions of
New Orleans’ unique built environment, primarily addressing spaces inhabited by
enslaved people on private properties, specifically the Gallier House, but also public
landscapes like the French Market, the Place d’ Armes (now Jackson Square), and the
riverfront.

Essays like Bell Hooks’ “Black Vernacular: Architecture as Cultural Practice”, in
which she describes a school art project and the way she created the space of her dreams,
lay the groundwork for thinking about life in the often overlooked “dependencies” of
grand homes. Hooks references the “politics of property, not only who owns and controls
space, but the relationship between power and cultural production.” She inspires a belief
in the ability to take control of one’s environment — that “irrespective of our location,
irrespective of class, race, and gender, we [are] all capable of inventing, transforming,
making space” (146).

Shifting Landscapes will expand upon this range of previous humanities
scholarship to focus on New Orleans and its specific labor force, built environment, and
aspects of physical and socio-economic mobility.

We will focus on the following resources in the discovery phase:

C. Project Format

Hermann-Grima + Gallier Historic Houses (HGGHH) will be creating three Panoramic
360s, each with eight points of interest (POIs), of rooms within Gallier Historic House.
This will serve as the preliminary design for a scalable 360° exploration of the home.

The project will allow for content research and narrative development around lesser told
stories of the people of African descent related to the property as well as the relationships
between people and built environments. The initial digital content will provide evaluation
around engagement levels and the overall viability of the design moving forward. The
large number of higher education students that will be introduced to the project via the
involvement of a diverse body of university-based scholars provides a unique opportunity
to test audience appeal and request evaluations around the impact of the project.

Stylistically similar tours have been created by the proposed vendor on this project,
HULLFILM, for historic homes of note such as Mount Vernon and Monticello. These
tours provide successful models and a suitable occasion for knowledge sharing across
institutions. Mount Vernon has grown their tour to fifty 360° locations with a total of 500
POIls. The design document created by the proposed project would act as a roadmap for
creating a larger, more in-depth tour of Gallier House and the potential to use a similar
model at Hermann-Grima House.

The digital tour will supplement in-person programming to allow for a deeper dive into

the histories preserved within the home. Research from this project will be used to update
all on-site programming to greatly expand the presence of currently marginalized stories.

D. User-Generated Content

This project will not incorporate User Generated Content.

E. Audience and Distribution

The success of this project will be shown in the shareable results that have the potential to
be used by museums, libraries, and scholars alike. The wide range of Universities
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represented by the scholars on this project provides access to approximately 200,000
college students.

F. Rights, permissions, and licensing

HGGHH will control the copyright in the final digital tour however, HGGHH will
provide, for federal government purposes, a royalty free, nonexclusive, and irrevocable
right to reproduce, publish, or otherwise use the work and authorize others to reproduce,
publish, or otherwise use the work. Academics involved in the creation of the digital
project will be given a gratis, perpetual license to use their contribution in future projects
in all media now known or hereafter devised throughout the Universe.

G. Humanities Advisors

The “Shifting Landscapes: Labor and Mobility in New Orleans” project relies on the
participation of leading humanities scholars who are engaged in key projects related to
history of urban enslavement in America, architectural theory and history, the
relationships between people and the built environment, and ethical considerations in
historic preservation. We have included the Executive Director of the Vieux Carré
Commission Foundation in order to ensure that the goals of the project are permissible
under preservation of digitized historic imagery.

These scholars and professionals include (in alphabetical order):

Arijit Sen is Associate Professor of Architecture and Urban Studies at the University of
Wisconsin- Milwaukee. He has taught, studied, and examined cultural landscapes of post
disaster New Orleans, South Asian diasporic communities, and segregated Northside
neighborhoods of Milwaukee. His work focuses on material culture studies, community
engaged architectural design, and collaborative storytelling. Major works include
Landscapes of Mobility: Culture, Politics and Place Making (2013) and Making Place:
Space and Embodiment in the City (2013). Arijit has been pivotal at suggesting scholars
for the humanities team during the pre-application process. With his wealth of experience
he will advise the team by offering directions for telling the lesser told stories of the
enslaved as well as advising on architectural history and the intersection of race and
labor.

Bryan Carter is the Director of the Center for Digital Humanities (CDH) and Associate
Professor of Africana Studies at the University of Arizona. His work at the CDH focuses
on cultural outreach and working with faculty members and organizations incorporating
advanced technology into their research and teaching. Major works include Digital
Humanities: Current Perspective, Practices and Research (2013) and Configuring
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History: Teaching the Harlem Renaissance Through Virtual Reality Cityscapes (2006).
His research and teaching background in both Africana Studies and Digital Humanities is
a critical bridge between the two teams on the project.

Brook Tesler is the Executive Director of the Vieux Carré Commission Foundation
whose mission is to preserve and protect the invaluable historic architectural heritage of
New Orleans’s French Quarter. She holds a Masters of Preservation Studies from Tulane
University and a BFA in Art History. Brook will be an adviser on French Quarter
architectural preservation.

Clifton Ellis is the Associate Dean of Research and Professor of Architectural History at
Texas Tech University College of Architecture. He is a cultural historian whose research
focuses on the architecture and material culture of the colonial and antebellum

South. Major works include Slavery in the City: Architecture and Landscapes of Urban
Slavery in North America (2017) and Cabin, Quarter, Plantation: Landscapes and
Architecture of North American Slavery (2010). He will advise on content development
related to interpreting cultural and social significance of the site’s architectural history.

Dell Upton is a Distinguished Professor of Architectural History at the University

of California, Los Angeles. He has written extensively on the history of New

Orleans, and of African American urban architectural history. Major works

include Another City: Urban Life and Urban Spaces in the Early American

Republic (2008) and What Can and Can’t Be Said: Race, Uplift, and Monument Building
in the Contemporary South (2015). Dell will advise on architecture history and the urban
landscapes of slavery.

Erin Greenwald is Vice President of Content and Editor-in-Chief of 64

Parishes, magazine of the Louisiana Endowment of the Humanities, curated the
groundbreaking exhibition Purchased Lives: The American Slave Trade from 1808 to
1865 in 2015 at The Historic New Orleans Collection. She also led a working group on
slavery in New Orleans that culminated in the erection of six historical markers. Her
breadth of knowledge of New Orleans in the eighteenth- and nineteenth-century Atlantic
world, and her exhaustive research on enslavement in New Orleans, will contribute
detailed references related to New Orleans’s role in the domestic slave trade.

Fallon Aidoo is the Jean Brainard Boebel Professor of Historic Preservation at the
University of New Orleans. She holds a Ph.D. in Uban Planning from Harvard University
and a M.S. in Architectural Studies from MIT. As a practitioner specializing in
retrofitting and restoring mid-century/postwar architecture she also researches

vernacular architecture, designed spaces and planned communities of every age and style.
Fallon will advise on preservation history and the enslaved people as the extension of an
estate.
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Leon Waters is a licensed tour guide and manager of Hidden History Tours, authentic
presentations of New Orleans history. Mr. Waters will advise on the urban and rural
enslavement and resistance.

Leslie Harris Shifting Landscapes will benefit greatly from the expertise of Dr. Leslie
M. Harris, Professor, History and African American Studies, at Northwestern University.
Dr. Harris’s experience advising museums, particularly in the Northeast, on exhibitions
and interpretations of slavery in an urban environment, will inform this project by
comparing enslavement in the North versus the South. As a New Orleans native, Dr.
Harris brings an intimate knowledge of the Crescent City to the conversation.

Louis Nelson is Vice Provost for Academic Outreach and Professor of Architectural
History at the University of Virginia, brings an expertise in architectural history of the
antebellum South. His role as co-editor with Maurie Mclnnis of Educated in Tyranny:
Slavery at Thomas Jefferson’s University (2019) and continuing contributions to the
discussion of race and inequity in Charlottesville will make him an asset to this project.

Walter Greason will advise on architectural and urban history, and how to link them to
current events and popular culture. He has edited Cities Imagined: The African Diaspora
in Media and History (2018) and presented on such topics as “Race, Property, and
Economic History” (2017). His considerations of race in urban environments through the
20" century and beyond will contribute contemporary views to Shifting Landscapes.

H. Project and Digital Media Teams

Project Team

Anastacia Scott is the Director of Educational Programming at Hermann-Grima +
Gallier Historic Houses. Her research interests include African American history, critical
museology, public history and racial identity development. Major works include curating
African Heritage of New Orleans: 300 Years in the Making, Holdings from Amistad
Research Center, Xavier University of New Orleans, The Historic New Orleans
Collection, Louisiana Creole Research Association, Louisiana Research Collection,
Southern University at New Orleans and Louisiana State Museum, June 1, 2018-
December 8, 2018; and Amistad-on-the-Go! - a digital educational website to support the
Common Core standards of grades 6 through 12 by providing humanities and arts-
centered activities on themes such as Slavery & Abolition, the Reconstruction Era, and
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the Modern Civil Rights Movement. Her public history, research, and teaching
background are directly related to the project scope.

Katie Burlison is the Curator at Hermann-Grima + Gallier Historic Houses. She holds a
MA from Bard Graduate Center for Studies in the Decorative Arts, Design and Culture.
Katie is responsible for the care and interpretation of the collections of decorative arts,
fine art, and furnishings at the 1831 Hermann-Grima house and the 1860 Gallier House in
the French Quarter. Major works include The Rise and Fall of the French Opera House,
1859-1919, Creole Christmas, Summer Dress at the Gallier Historic House, Death and
Mourning in 19"-Century New Orleans, and Our Louisiana: 200 Years of Statehood (co-
curator). Katie will serve as resident expert on Gallier House, work on didactic material,
and interface between preservation and urban enslavement experts.

Digital Media Team

Brandon Hull has developed comprehensive virtual tour projects for George
Washington’s Mount Vernon; Thomas Jefferson’s Monticello; the Diplomatic Reception
Rooms at the Department of State; Vizcaya Museum & Gardens; and the Decatur House
Slave Quarters for the White House Historical Association, among others. Hull will travel
to New Orleans to digitally capture three panoramic photographs of the Gallier House,
with up to eight points of interest per panoramic 360° and will digitally capture up

to twenty stills within the spaces for interpretation.

I. State of the Project

In 1996, The Woman’s Exchange, in order to expand its education and preservation
mission, acquired Gallier Historic House from Tulane University. Recent preservation
efforts include repair carpentry and repainting on the back gallery during the Fall of
2019. HGGHH has performed initial research on the enslaved people that inhabited the
home. On June 4, 2020 senior staff at HGGHH, met virtually with the eleven scholars
that have submitted their letters of commitment to this project, as well as production
vendor, HULLFILM. The first and final hour were spent meeting on the general scope of
this project and each party’s presumed contributions to it as well as naming the project.
An additional hour was used for the following break out sessions: Urban Enslavement,
Preservation, and Media Production.

Shifting Landscapes: Labor and Mobility in New Orleans
Hermann-Grima + Gallier Historic Houses

HULLFILM, LLC will produce the interactive virtual tour, consisting of planning and
photographing the Panoramic 360’s, and programming the virtual tour. This project will feature
interactive content covering the history of architecture and urban enslavement in the French
Quarter of New Orleans, by telling the story of the two Historic Houses using a stunning virtual
tour. This project “story” is very fortunate to be authored by a prominent group of key academic
experts on these subjects, who will create the interpretive descriptions and background
information about the properties themselves but also the inhabitants of both the houses and the
living quarters for the enslaved- providing insight into the history of the urban enslavement
dynamic in New Orleans.

The project “Shifting Landscapes: Labor and Mobility in New Orleans” will be built
upon the well developed platform created by HULLFILM to capture historical and other
spaces using a special photographic process resulting in a realistic immersive experience-
such as can enjoyed by viewing two previous examples that are directly relevant to
“Shifting Landscapes Labor and Mobility in New Orleans”: George Washington’s Mount
Vernon Virtual Tour and Thomas Jefferson’s Monticello 360, both also produced by
HULLFILM.

As with the Mount Vernon and Monticello examples, the “Shifting Landscapes: Labor
and Mobility in New Orleans” project will feature preserved historic locations which
themselves tell several stories at the same time. Through an intuitive interface that allows
a user to navigate through the 360 spaces and interact with the augmented content, which
will include objects in the collection, architectural styles, and of course the people both
free and enslaved who once occupied the homes. All interactive content is placed exactly
where it is most relevant or actually occurred.

The use of location text descriptions will provide information about each specific space
captured as a 360, telling a larger story about New Orleans and French Quarter history
and enslavement. It will also feature architecture styles that were used by slave owners to
convey authority of their enslaved persons; decorative styles of the families shown
through the collections; the enslaved living quarters and personal collections; and urban
enslavement in general.

Through the many options which are demonstrated in the two examples above, the
“Shifting Landscapes: Labor and Mobility in New Orleans” project will also utilize the
same capabilities to tell this important story for all.

Volumetric space and video capture are at the forefront of VR development and is accomplished
using hundreds of images at different angles in a space which are processed through software
that creates a 3D navigable environment. A small example of what we have recently done in this
area can be found here: https://youtu.be/IbQwwOrG9Rk.

(Hyunae Lee et al (2019) Experiencing immersive virtual reality in museums, Elsevier), and that
new media technologies used in museum exhibitions increase interactivity between the museum
audience and the exhibition, which enhance the audience's interest and viewing experience (Lin,
Mike et al (2017), A Study on the Effect of Virtual Reality 3D Exploratory Education on
Students’ Creativity and Leadership, EURASIA Journal of Mathematics Science and
Technology Education).

The HGGHH 360 tour will feature both parlors of the Gallier House, along with a
bedroom used by the enslaved and free servants.

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PART FOUR: PRE-PRODUCTION

Pre-Production commences the project, to select the estimated locations where the
360’s will be taken; create an organized list of content/collateral for POl’s; create text
descriptions for use with the POI system and tour interface; and successfully gather all
collateral along with any videos, web pages, and audio for use in the tour. HGGHH will
also provide design elements and any branding guidelines.

The best practices for gathering and transferring POI collateral include the following
suggestions: (1) For all photos to be used in the photo/text slider, provide the highest
resolution versions available (but no larger than 6,000x3000 pixels). (2) Text descriptions
in the photo/text slider POl work best when they are of a fairly consistent length. (3)
Other information can be included in the POI text description- such as authorship,
donor, collections information, or provenance history, for example.

PART FIVE: PANORAMIC 360 PHOTOGRAPHY AND 360 COMPOSITING

Upon arrival at the location, a walk-through will take place and a lighting assessment
will be made, which will result in the final shooting schedule. With the schedule
finalized, the shoot will take place as arranged.

After 360 Photography has been completed, each of the Panoramic 360’s will be
composited and prepared for use in the tour. When all three have been composited, the
Desktop beta version of the tour will be created, which will include the interface and
navigation system, with all points of interest placed. HGGHH will provide timely
feedback with any corrections and the final text.

PART SIX: DESKTOP MASTER VERSION

From the approved Desktop Beta will emerge the Desktop Master. This final version of
the tour will have all 3 of the Panoramic 360’s along with each of the 24 POI’s placed
with functioning content. Attributes of the tour such as the location text descriptions,
menus, floor plans/maps, and any other graphical elements will be finalized. The
approved Desktop Master will be the foundation that the Mobile/Tablet version of the
tour will be derived from. The tour is built using html5 so it can be viewed natively on all
devices using a browser.
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PART SEVEN: MOBILE/TABLET VERSION

Derived from the Desktop Master, but with it’s own unique POI directory customized for
mobile and tablet devices, the Mobile/Tablet version features a streamlined interface
and navigation system for ease of use on a smaller device. The tour is connected to the
Desktop Master elements on the server, allowing both tours to utilize the same assets-
such as 360 image files. This ‘deep-linking” throughout the tour infrastructure saves
space and greatly increases loading time, making the user-experience seem
instantaneous. Through a custom device-detection method, the tour automatically loads
for the right device making it accessible to users on all devices.
